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Welcome to the Park District of Oak Park Travel Hockey Program. This program works to provide a recreational hockey atmosphere as well as to prepare skaters for higher levels of hockey. Our goal is to provide a positive atmosphere for all participants while focusing on sportsmanship, teamwork, and fun. This program has grown in the past couple years and therefore we would like to remind participants of the following policies to make this season the best yet. 

1. Parent/Guardian Expectations:

Hockey is a game and should be fun for all participants. The Huskies Hockey Program stresses that parents always show support to all members of the team and set a positive example of sportsmanship. Winning is not the main objective of this program; never discipline your child for mistakes or losing. This program also adheres to a balanced ice time policy and coaches will attempt to provide balanced ice time for all players regardless of their ability. 

2. Zero-Tolerance Policy:

On-Ice officials will stop the game for any disruptive and/or inappropriate behavior from spectators. The person/people identified by the official will be immediately removed from the game and viewing area. Examples of this behavior include but are not limited to:

Vulgar language to anyone at anytime


Taunting by means of baiting, ridiculing, threat, or physical violence


Throwing any object in viewing area, bench, penalty box or ice

3. First Team Day:

The Gold Mites, Squirts, and Peewees will be having two teams this season. This means there will be a draft for these levels to produce two equally competitive teams.  The dates and times for these evaluations are listed below. The bantams will take part in a checking clinic as it is the only level that body checking is allowed.

4. Arrival Time:

Players should be on time for all practices.  That means they have all their equipment on and are ready to step on the ice as soon as practice begins.  Please allow ample time to get equipment on and get skates laced up.  Also, players are expected to arrive for games at least 15 minutes before they begin.  Individual coaches may prefer you come earlier than this time. Follow the time given by each team coach if different from above. 
5. Equipment:

Participants at each level are expected to wear all equipment for practices and games. This is a safety measure for the skaters and goalies. If they do not have full gear, participation for that day may be limited. Locker rooms are available and should be used at all times. 

6. Comments/Concerns:

Any concerns can be brought to the attention of coaches, team manager, or hockey coordinators. If needed, coordinators will follow-up with an investigation. Please note it is Huskies policy not to approach the immediate coaching staff with concerns until 24 hours after the competition, however the hockey director or program coordinator can be contacted at any time to voice a concern. 
7. Observation:
The only people allowed on the ice are certified and approved head and assistant coaches. If another person would like to volunteer it must first be approved by the Hockey Director. All other observation must be made from the bleachers.
8. Communication

There are many different forms of communication that will be used throughout the season.  The hockey director will send communications via e-mail, so please add the e-mail address mikel@oakparkparks.com to your approved e-mails so these important messages do not go into a SPAM or Junk E-mail folder.  Coaches will also frequently communicate via e-mail and phone.  In addition, updates, news, and notes are available on the organizations website at www.oakparkhuskieshockey.com.  This is also a great way to get to the league website as well as get game results and team schedules.  
9. Jerseys

Jerseys will be distributed at two “Jersey Handout Days”.  Each player will receive one home and one away jersey for the season that must be returned.  Jerseys can be purchased at the handout day for $90 per set.  If jerseys are not returned by the assigned day at the end of the season, there will be a $90 fee charged. Jerseys will be handed out on a first-come first-serve basis. The jerseys will be primarily handed out by size and then number. Players will also receive one pair of socks that do not need to be returned.  Jersey handout days are as follows:
